
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – January 14, 2013
Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Also included in the packets was a thank you from the family of Hollis Sether; Mielke informed council Sether’s family would also like to donate a park bench in his memory.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No Report.

Public Protection: Polzin reported they met jointly with Personnel on January 7th. They recommended reimbursing Elver $2,000 for moving expenses. They also approved up to $20,000 for police department renovations. Nuisance properties are being addressed. Part-time officer Andy Hopfensberger has accepted a full-time position with Antigo; he will remain on our inactive roster for a while. Elver is observing day-to-day operations. Police software maintenance is ongoing. m/s/c Zillmer/Schoen to approve the Joint Public Protection/Personnel minutes of January 7th.
Community Properties:  Schoen reported they met January 7th. No major 2013 projects. Crack-filling and storm sewer televising/maintenance will continue this year. They are looking at dump trucks and tractor/mower options. The new air compressor is working well; the old ’59 Leroy compressor was sold to the golf course for $100. They also reviewed and approved additional police department renovations for $20,000. The boy’s little league is ordering 45 new uniforms. Also approved was an air conditioning system to cool the server room. m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to approve the Community Properties/Street Committee minutes of January 7th.   

City Finance: Zillmer reported the committee met on December 10th and approved the insurance policy renewal; total cost, including the dam policy, is approximately $61,000. They also approved moving ahead with a change to the trapping ordinance and approved the monthly bills. The committee also met on January 14th (tonight) and approved the bills with a correction to Chaney’s mileage reimbursement. m/s/c Schoen/Whitford to approve the finance minutes from December 10th and January 14th.

Clerk-Treasurer:  No report.
Fire: Written report was in the packet. Mielke reminded the Public Protection members they have a joint meeting with the townships on January 24th to review the new truck purchase.
Library: Wilke handed out her Directors Report for 2012 and recapped December and January activities. Three patrons made a donation in honor of their parent’s 50th wedding anniversary; it was used to purchase an early literacy station for children which has been very popular. They also purchased a book covering machine and everyone has been trained on it. Hometown Holidays went well. Circulation continues to be great; 2012 was 59,505; the goal for 2013 is 60,000. The “To Be” Shakespeare performance went well. On January 21st they will be holding a training session on Nooks, I Pads and Kindles. They had a very successful 2012.
Police:  Chief Elver introduced himself and thanked everyone for a warm welcome at the open house.

Mayor’s Report:  No report.
Marion Pond Association: Braun reported the meeting is next Monday. Tickets for the ice out are on sale. He reminded everyone to pay their dues now.
New Business:
a. Working Together for Waupaca County – Presentation – Helene Pohl: Pohl and Haasch presented the details of their organization. They are a non-profit, non-partisan organization whose mission is to encourage sustainability in Waupaca County communities. At the end of the presentation, they provided a resolution to commit to sustainability in the City of Marion and asked the council to consider adopting it. 
b. American Legion- Presentation – Renee Johnson and Robert Malueg:  Malueg gave a progress report on a memorial at Veterans Park. Johnson presented the design of a wall of bricks with the etched names of veterans. The wall will be in a semi-circle with benches and plantings surrounding it. It would be placed between the existing open shelter and the flag/cannon memorial. The existing memorial stones would stay. Anyone could purchase a brick. Funding will come from donations and selling the bricks at approximately $150/each. Each brick will allow for three lines of text. Timeframe for completion would be 2-3 years. The next step would be to get quotes; cost estimate is anywhere from $5,000 - $20,000. The city would assume the upkeep and maintenance. Mielke asked that the item be placed on the next community properties agenda.
c. Agreement between the City of Marion and Waupaca County Health and Human Services for use of the Senior Center: The city has no control over setting the rent amount. 2013 monthly rent is $207.43; up $3.00 from last year. m/s/c/ Paisar/Polzin to approve the agreement of lease between Waupaca County Health and Human Services and the City of Marion for use of the senior center for 2013.
d. Operator’s License Applications: None.

Treasurer’s Report:  

a. Approval of the Treasurer’s Report and Money Transfers: Copies of the Treasurer’s Report and money transfers were included in the packets. Transfers included $90,000 on December 11th, $100,000 on December 20th and $275,000 on January 4th from Pooled Cash to the City Money Market account to earn higher interest. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Schoen to approve the treasurer’s report and money transfers as presented.
