
SPECIAL MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING –October 1, 2012

Police Chief

Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 5:15 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Present: Arlyn Fischer, Dick Paisar, Carol Polzin, Aaron Schoen, Ronn Whitford, Scott Zillmer 
Others present: Mayor Patricia Mielke, Interim Police Chief Todd Chaney, Andrew Herro (Citizen Panel Member), Dale Braun, Larry Joos (Building Inspector), Joe Stuhr (Fire Chief) and City Attorney Michael Meyer.

Acknowledgment of Citizen’s Open Forum: None.

New Business:
a. K9 Agreement with the Village of Bonduel: Bonduel wants to wait until a new chief is in place before proceeding. They want to negotiate the cost and switch to an hourly fee. Item tabled until a new chief is hired.
b. 2013 Municipal Court Budget: The court will meet at the end of October for approval. Tabled.
c. Nuisance Properties. Joos reported he was not allowed inside the property at 735 S. Main, but did do an outside inspection on September 13th with Officer Schultz present. The property owner was given a letter stating she has until October 25th to clean up the debris on/around the exterior and porch, remove the RV, and repair or remove the back structure. Joos did not see structural damage that would lead him to conclude the house is in failure or at a point of collapse based upon his outside observations. The property owner can appeal to the Board of Appeals. The city will need a warrant if they want to pursue an inside inspection. Joos asked for direction how to proceed; Mielke stated the committee asked the police to enforce the ordinance - if she complies with city ordinance, she’s fine. Discussion on the Mobile Home Park. Schoen asked if the city could put a restriction on the age of the mobile homes; Joos said he doesn’t think we can restrict on the basis of age. Chaney drove through the mobile home park and saw blight that could be addressed by the police department as ordinance violations.
d. Fire Truck Replacement- 1975 Pumper: Stuhr is looking for approval to proceed with the purchase of a new pumper. Item was discussed in detail at the September 18th Public Protection meeting with the townships. Cost to the city would be approximately $141,000 with the cost being spread over 2 budget years. Stuhr will specify that they not take possession until February 1, 2014. The coalition is taking the item back to the boards and will meet again on October 25th for a final decision. After this purchase, Stuhr stated they shouldn’t need to purchase another truck for 8 -10 years. m/s/uroll Schoen/Whitford to support the purchase of a new pumper. Abstaining were Paisar and Zillmer.

e. Police Chief’s Report of Monthly Activities: Report was on the table. Zillmer likes the new format of the report. The item in Notation #4 has not been recovered yet, but Chaney thinks the PD is close to clearing the case.

f. Police Chief Vacancy – Possible conditional offer of employment: Deferred until after the closed session.
Closed Session: m/s/uroll Zillmer/Fischer to move in closed session according to ss19.85 (1) (c) for considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility (police chief candidate). Police Chief Vacancy – Possible conditional offer of employment: No decision. Item will be added to the October 8th Council agenda with a closed session.
