Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, and the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp were in the packets.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No Report.

Public Protection: Nolan reported they met November 4th. The new municipal court budget was not available. The municipal court fee increase of $10.00 was approved by the legislature and will take effect January 1, 2014. Public nuisance case management was discussed and the Chief’s report of monthly activities reviewed. A motion was made to renew the fire protection contract for another 3 year term. Walker is using part-time officers Buxton and Evers to fill in hours. Walker will be contacting the Amish to see what can be done about the horse droppings around town. m/s/c Hoffmann/Williamson to approve the minutes from the Public Protection meeting of November 4th. 
Community Properties:  Fischer reported they met November 4th. Asbestos at The Nose was removed on November 5th. Mattes raised over $3,000 for the disc golf course so far; no municipal funds will be used in the construction of the course. Breitrick quoted $100/hour for brush pick-up; the city gets it done cheaper so the service will stay the same. The Goose Round-up was discussed; the round-up could possibly be funded using park outlay money. m/s/c Hoffmann/Fischer to approve the Community Properties minutes. 
City Finance: Zillmer reported they met October 14. The monthly bills and bank statements were reviewed. They recommended two ordinances to public hearing. Bonding for the mayor and council was tabled. The 2014 budget was discussed. The K9 brought in more revenue than it cost this year.   
Zillmer also reported they met on October 29th. A citizen voiced opposition to some fee increases. The 2014 budget was discussed in depth.

The library is partnering with the school, the Lions Club, and Dolly Parton’s Imagination Library Foundation to mail books, with library information, to school district children aged 0 – 5 years every month; the Parton Foundation chooses the books and does the mailing; The Library Foundation will pick-up the cost, estimated to be $1,500/year. The membership drive goes thru November. The Deer Hunter Bake Sale is coming up. They are holding a mini-raffle for the kids.

b. Ordinance 2013-005: An Ordinance Amending Section 84-8 (C) Exemptions under Claims against the City: Public hearing was held prior with no public comment. m/s/uroll Fischer/Hoffmann to waive the reading and adopt Ordinance 2013-005 (amending section 84-8 (C) Exemptions under Claims against the City).

c. Resolution 2013-09: 2014 Fee Schedule: m/s/uroll Zillmer/Fischer to waive the reading of and adopt Resolution 2013-09 the 2014 fee schedule.
d. Resolution 2013-10: 2014 Budget: Public hearing was held prior. After the budget was published, changes were made to keep the levy the same as last year. m/s/uroll to waive the reading of and adopt Resolution 2013-10 the 2014 budget.
