
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – November 12, 2012

Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, League of Wisconsin Municipalities, Waupaca County Economic Development Corp. and The Wisconsin Taxpayer were in the packets. Clerk read thank you notes from Master Plan and the family of Jim Simpson.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No Report.

Public Protection: Polzin reported they met with the townships on October 25th to discuss purchasing a replacement for the 1975 Pumper; Stuhr was instructed to proceed with specs and bring them back to the committee on January 24th. The committee also approved the revised budget. Stuhr was thanked for doing a good job. Mielke noted the next meeting date needs to be corrected (from 2012 to 2013). 

Polzin also reported they met on November 5th. Chuck Elver has accepted the conditional offer of employment for Police Chief; he still needs his pre-employment testing. The committee approved the 2013 municipal court budget with the exception of paying the year-end appropriation. Several nuisance properties are being addressed. The building inspector vacancy was tabled until December. Two drug-related deaths are being investigated. The police computers crashed and they are working on getting them running. The police and fire departments participated in the touch-a-truck program at the library. Cosmetic repairs to the police department are underway. m/s/c Paisar/Schoen to accept the Public Protection minutes of October 25th (with date correction) and November 5th.
Community Properties:  Schoen reported they met November 5th. The sledding hill is done; Mattes will put the lights up and he adjusted the ground to allow for parking amongst the trees.  The city may need a Shoreline Protection Plan to get grant money for the pond. Money is in the budget for weed harvesting if necessary. All the repairs are done on the W. Perry Avenue building; rent will not increase for 2013. The rug rental agreement with Aramark will not be renewed; the city will purchase rugs and clean them ourselves. They approved the purchase of used air compressor to replace the one from 1959. Repairs to the library building were discussed; money will come out of the library budget. They are getting prices for flooring in the police department, appliances at city hall and for mowers/tractors. m/s/c Fischer/Polzin to approve the Community Properties/Street Committee minutes of November 5th.   

City Finance: Schoen reported they met October 22nd to review the recodification and the 2013 budget.  They also met just prior to this meeting to review the bills, bank statements and financial reports and found them to be in order. m/s/c Paisar/Whitford to approve the Finance Committee minutes of October 22nd and November 12th.

Utility Board:  Minutes were in packet. 
City Plan Commission:  Mielke reported the plan commission met on the 29th and recommended proceeding with a rezoning request for Ben Borntrager to build a new Amish store. The commission also recommended the city proceed with selling 30 acres of land in the industrial park; the land was originally set aside for a residential development, but it would cost too much to develop the infrastructure. They also reviewed the zoning changes for the recodification. m/s/c Schoen/Polzin to approve the plan commission minutes of October 29th. m/s/c Fischer/Schoen to go ahead with the appraisal of the 30 Acres (described as parcel #252-35420-0000 - PRT N.W. ¼  S.E. ¼ EX CERT SUR REC V.2 P. 97EX PRT DES V. 727 P. 21-2 SEC. 35 T.26N R.13 E).
Department Reports:

Clerk-Treasurer:  Rogers reported 550 voters for the general election; which is about and 80% turnout. 
Fire:  Written report was on the table.
Library: Wilke reported about 50 youngsters and their parents participated in the Tractors, Trucks and Dirt party. The Deer Hunters bake sale will be November 16th.  The window in the children’s area will be installed next week. The holiday raffle and membership drive is underway. She handed out a three year electrical use comparison; it shows a $5,000 decrease since 2010 attributable largely to the new lighting. They are hosting a Homemade Hometown Holiday on December 17th. The library is serving the needs of homeschoolers.
Police:  No report.  
Street:  Mattes completed his third leadership class. The sledding lights are up. The Christmas decorations are going up this week. Someone will be here on Wednesday for an estimate on the flooring for the back; preliminary numbers show polished concrete may be cheaper than tile.
Water & Sewer:  Nothing new.
Miscellaneous Reports:
Mayor’s Report:  Mielke handed out a review of budgets for tax support; it shows the budgeted amounts needed for each department, by percentage, since 2006. She also handed out a State of Wisconsin school report card; she wanted it noted that the Marion schools are performing very well.

a. Rezoning Request – B. Borntrager, 110 Quarterline Road: Details were in the packets. m/s/c Schoen/Polzin to recommend the rezoning to public hearing ( B. Borntrager 110 Quarterline Road).
b. Resolution 2012-12: Providing for the Publication, Filing, Inspection and Adoption of a Code of General Ordinances:  m/s/c Schoen/Polzin to waive the reading of Resolution 2012-12. m/s/uroll Schoen/Paisar to approve Resolution 2012-12 (Providing for the Publication, Filing, Inspection and Adoption of a Code of General Ordinances).  
c. Resolution 2012-13: 2013 Budget: Public hearing was held earlier; no public input. Clerk read the budget into record prior to the public hearing. m/s/uroll Polzin/Whitford to approve Resolution 2012-13 (2013 Budget).
d. Clifton Gunderson LLP Auditing Services for 2012: Copy of the agreement was in the packets and showed a fee not to exceed $24,700. m/s/uroll Paisar/Fischer to approve the contract (with CliftonLarsonAllen).
e. Employee Health Insurance Renewal: Network Health renewal rate changes were reflected in the 2013 budget. Paisar stated Network Health has been a good company. m/s/uroll Fischer/Whitford to approve the 2013 Network Health Insurance renewal.
f. Operator’s License Applications: Applications from Lori Ausloos, Michael H. Locke, Sue Bossell and Melanie Miller were presented for approval. All were approved by the police department. m/s/c Schoen/Fischer to approve the first three operator’s licenses as presented (Lori Ausloos, Michael Locke, Sue Bossell). m/s/c Polzin/Fischer to approve the operator’s license for Melanie Miller with the provision she completes the beverage server class.

a. Clerk-Treasurer, Fire Department, Library, Police Department, Senior Center, Street Department, Payroll vouchers and Utility Vouchers: The Finance Committee reviewed and signed the bills prior to the meeting and found them to be in order. m/s/uroll Schoen/Fischer to approve the payments as presented. 

Treasurer’s Report:  

a. Approval of the Treasurer’s Report and Money Transfers: Copies of the Treasurer’s Report and money transfers were included in the packets. Transfers included $231,222 on October 30th from the City Money Market Account to the Pooled Cash account to make the loan payment and $120,482.50 on October 30th from the Water and Sewer Money Market Account to the Pooled Cash account to make the bond interest payment. m/s/uroll Schoen/Polzin to approve the treasurer’s report and money transfers as presented.
