Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Acknowledgement of Citizens/Open Forum:  
Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp, and Wisconsin Taxpayer were in the packets. Also in the packets were thank you cards from the family of Joshua Stuhr and Premier Community Bank.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  
Public Protection: Williamson reported on the Public Protection meeting held December 7th. The committee waived having the debris from the Carver Wood fire removed over winter and will revisit a time-frame for removal in spring when the weight limits are off the roads. The building inspector issued an order to tear down the partially constructed shed at 111 S. Parkview because it wasn’t up to code. Officers Krause and Wilson had medical issues. Both part-time officers are leaving. The suspension on the Charger is fine. Krause received a thank you for assisting an elderly lady after she struck a deer. A stolen vehicle was reported but it turned out to be a miscommunication. There was another uncontrollable juvenile at the elementary school. Schultz met with the bus drivers regarding when to use flashing lights. A K-9 search at the school turned up nothing. The Cub Scouts toured the PD. There will be no January meeting; next meeting is February 1 @ 5:15 p.m. m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to approve the minutes from Public Protection as presented.
Community Properties: Zillmer reported on the meeting held December 7th.  They visited the city garage. It’s very crowded. The building needs a new roof, which is in the budget. They discussed a pole building addition in the future. The city crew is looking for part-time snow removal help. Mattes was advised to wait and see if Waupaca County plows the “Nose” lot; Mattes was told to just plow it if the county doesn’t. The grant application for the proposed street reconstruction was sent in; the costs for the preliminary survey and borings will not be reimbursed if we do get the grant. Dave Bertram from Alliant does not have any issues with a list of possible streets and alleys to be vacated. Flag lighting etiquette was discussed; the flag at the library will be lit. m/s/c Hoffmann/Fischer to approve minutes for Community Properties. 
City Finance: Schoen reported on the meeting held November 9th. They went over the bills. m/s/c Williamson/Hoffmann to approve the Finance meeting minutes from November 9th.

Department Reports:

Clerk-Treasurer: Campaign Registration papers from Fischer & Schoen need to be turned in; Mielke & Zillmer have filed and are circulating nomination papers. No-one else has picked up papers. Pie charts on how the tax dollar is spent were in the packets.

Fire: Reports from October and November were in the packets. 
Library: Wilke reported The Friends of the Library took over the Civic Group’s “Brunch with Santa”. The brunch was always held on a Saturday; the Friends turned it into a “Magical Night at the North Pole” on Friday night. 65 children registered; a total of 112 were in attendance. It went really well and was well received. Mike Lefebvre and his wife were thanked for their generous book donations.
Deviated to Police: Written report was in the packets. Schultz participated in Waupaca County’s “Shop with a Cop”. Each officer is paired with a child; the child is given a $100 gift card to purchase gifts for their family and $25 to spend on themselves; it’s paid for by donations. The Marion school district didn’t supply names of children to participate this year; Schultz will work on getting kids from Marion on the list next year. Officers Krause and Zentner volunteered their time to attend the funeral of a McFarland K9 officer killed in a crash. Schultz was involved in a pursuit that started in Shawano County; he assisted in the apprehension of the subject that fled a child enticement sting. 

Street: Mattes reported we received 3.5 inches of rain so far. The gate on the dam is raised 10 inches; that’s higher than he can remember for at least 6-7 years. 
Water & Sewer: Bork reported the sewer plant is managing to keep up with rain.

Mayor’s Report:  The Mayor thanked council and staff for their service and dedication this year. 
Marion Pond Association: 
New Business:
a. Graef Engineering Services – Amendment No. 15: Is the annual amendment to the original contract. The amendment covers any necessary billing changes as a result of their annual WisDOT audit; last year the rate went down, this year the rate went up a little. The amendment also allows any issues or concerns to be addressed on a yearly basis. Lefebvre’s attendance at meetings does not cost the city anything except mileage; other labor is billed per hour.  m/s/c uroll Zillmer/Fischer to approve Graef Engineering Amendment No. 15.
b. Resolution 2015-15: 2015 Budget Amendments: Amendments are to account for the closing of the Economic Development & Sr. Center outlays, for grants and donations, the sale of the parking lot, an insurance recovery for a damaged light pole, increases in building inspector revenues/expenses, ambulance special assessments, snow shoveling revenue and the fire department checkbook activity. m/s/c uroll Schoen/Zillmer approve Resolution 2015-15 and waive the reading.
c. Resolution 2015-16: A Resolution to Commit Assets for Specific Purposes: Is required by auditing standards to commit funds for the outlays; year-end balances are estimated. Rogers pointed out a change from what was in the packets; $17,259 was moved from the “Revenue Source” to the “Adjustments” column in the Contingency Outlay.  m/s/c uroll Schoen/Zillmer approve Resolution 2015-16 and waive the reading.
d. Agreement of Lease for the Garage at 107 W. Perry Avenue: Previous renter will not be renewing. Jim Otto is interested. Rate is the same ($972/year). Otto requested item #9 be changed to allow a type of subletting. According to Attorney Meyer, what Jim is describing isn’t really subletting in the classic sense. The city can approve the lease with the changes to #9 to sublease with the city retaining permission rights. m/s/c uroll Schoen/Hoffmann to approve the Agreement of Lease for the garage at 107 W. Perry Avenue with Jim Otto with allowing subleasing with the city’s permission.
e. Agreement between Waupaca County Health & Human Services and the City of Marion for use of the Senior Center: Tabled.
f. 2016 Property and Liability Insurance Renewal: Total 2016 policy is $60,326. Amount is approx. $3,200 less than what was budgeted. m/s/c uroll Zillmer/Schoen to approve the 2016 Property and Liability Insurance Policy.
g. Election Inspector Listing – January 1, 2016 to December 31, 2017: All current workers are on the list. One political party submitted a list with the name of an existing worker. That worker will get assigned to each election. Remainder of appointments are made without regard to party. m/s/c Fischer/Hoffmann to approve the Election Inspector listing for the upcoming year(s). 
h. Certified Survey Map- Donald Arndt: Nolan explained the Plan Commission recommended approval of the CSM. It’s so Donny/Edna can sell a piece of the property to an adjoining property owner. m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to approve the certified survey map for Donald Arndt.
i. Permission to Use Utility Corridor in Industrial Park – Charter Communications:  Attorney Meyer recommends a resolution to allow. Tabled.
j. Hiring of Part-time Police Officer: Both of our existing part-time officers are leaving in January. Schultz is recommending Bryan Hauser and Andrew Kizewski to fill the positions, pending physiological and physical checks. m/s/c uroll Williamson/Hoffmann to approve Bryan Hauser and Andrew Kizewski as part-time officers.
k. Applications for Operators Licenses: Submitted for approval was Brandie R. Eith. She was approved by the police department. m/s/c Schoen/Zillmer to approve the application for operator’s license.

Approval of the Treasurer’s Report and Money Transfers: Money transfers included $310,753.63 transferred from Pooled Cash to the City Money Market Account on November 17th to earn higher interest on the final shared revenue payment. m/s/c uroll Zillmer/Schoen to approve the treasurer’s report and money transfers as presented.
