
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – February 10, 2014
Aaron Schoen, Council President, called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to approve the minutes of January 13, 2014.
Acknowledgement of Citizens/Open Forum:  Ed Jelinski introduced himself as a candidate for Circuit Court Judge, Branch 2, Waupaca County. The Primary Election is February 18th; The Spring Election is April 1st.
Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp, and the Wisconsin Taxpayer were in the packets. 
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No Report.

Public Protection: Schoen reported they met February 3rd. Tyler Steenbock is replacing Greg Dey as a part-time officer. Walker is working on a cost-benefit report comparing hiring a full-time officer opposed to using part-time officers. He is also studying the feasibility of sharing full-time officers with Manawa. The Marion storage unit burglaries were solved. Officer Krause is back to work after being bitten by a dog on January 25th. Walker is getting a written quote for two surveillance cameras in the back as a result of recent vandalism.  Mielke, Walker and Manawa’s Mayor will be meeting quarterly. m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to approve the minutes from the February 3rd Public Protection committee meeting. 
Community Properties:  Schoen reported they also met February 3rd. Gary Gauthier was present to discuss the property and liability insurance; the committee recommended reducing the valuations of all city buildings down to 80% and reducing the coverage on some vehicles; the total savings will be approximately $2,500. They also recommended bonding for the mayor and council in the amount of $100,000. Snow removal for emergency services was discussed and everything should be worked out. Alliant will proceed with unscrewing bulbs in some street lights. The committee went with a 3-year contract with Harter’s for garbage hauling at the city owned properties. Generators for City Hall and the Fire Hall were discussed and tabled. Mattes is working on the citizen park survey. Mattes will be meeting with Ted Johnson to go over the pond spraying results .Another pump burnt out at the library. m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to approve the Community Properties minutes of February 3rd. 
City Finance: Zillmer reported they met prior to this meeting to review the monthly bills, bank statements, and financial reports and found everything to be in order. m/s/c Hoffmann/Fischer to approve the minutes from the February 10th  Finance Committee meeting.

Clerk-Treasurer:  Rogers reported the audit and tax collections are over. Everyone was reminded of the February 18 primary for Waupaca County Branch 2 Judge. 
Fire: Written report was in the packets. 
Library: Wilke thanked Mattes & Hoffman for keeping the pumps running at the library.  The Shakespearian story teller event was well attended by high school students. The Cultures and Cuisine theme for the month is Italian. The annual report has been submitted. The “Mustang Awards” program for positive behavior is being expanded from the schools to the library. 15 teenagers attended the Alice in Wonderland Party.
Police:  Written report was in the packet. Part-time Officer Tyler Steenbock is starting tomorrow. Federal Security quoted $563 for two exterior cameras behind the police department; Mattes will do the wiring; Walker was given the okay to proceed with the install.
Street:  Mattes will pull a third wire in the back in case another camera needs to be installed in the future.
Water & Sewer:  Bork reported 41 homes are under a water run order; 11 laterals have been thawed so far.
Miscellaneous Reports:
Mayor’s Report:  No report.
Marion Pond Association: Braun reported they are in the beginning stages of checking into companies to address weed spraying.
New Business:
a. Application for Original “Class A” Intoxicating Liquor & Beer License for 

Taha, Mohammad; dba Butchers Corner: m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to approve the “Class A” license for Butcher’s Corner; Nolan abstained.

b. Application for Amusement/Coin Operated Machine Licenses for Taha, Mohammad; dba Butchers Corner: m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to approve the coin machine license for the Butcher’s Corner; Nolan abstained
c. Application for Cigarette Licenses for Taha, Mohammad; dba Butchers Corner: m/s/c Hoffmann/Zillmer to approve the cigarette license for the Butcher’s Corner; Nolan abstained.
d. Application for Temporary Class “B” License – Marion Lions Club Fish Derby – February 22, 2014: m/s/c Fischer/Hoffmann to approve the temporary Class B license for the Lions Club Fishing Derby.
e. Application for Temporary Class “B” License – Marion Lions Club Appreciation Party – March 22, 2014: m/s/c Hoffmann/Zillmer to approve the temporary Class B license for the Lions Club Appreciation Party.
f. 2014 USDA Goose Round-Up Permit: Schoen said the Mayor feels strongly that the round-up should continue to keep the park in good condition and useable. The USDA will not require testing this year because the geese tested disease free the past two years; that reduces the cost by $1,000. Estimated 2014 cost is $1,700; Nolan thinks paying $30 a goose is still too much. Mattes would take the money out of the $89,000 that is in the Park Outlay. After discussion, m/s/c Williamson/Fischer to go with it (the USDA goose round-up) one more year since there is money available and Dave thinks it’s worth it; 4 ayes, 2 nays.
g. Applications for Operator’s Licenses: Applicants are Philip Krueger and Mohammad Taha; both were approved by the police department. m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to approve said operator’s licenses.
Unfinished Business:  None.
Approval of Payments: 

a. Clerk-Treasurer, Fire Department, Library, Police Department, Senior Center, Street Department, Payroll vouchers and Utility Vouchers: The Finance Committee reviewed and signed the bills prior to the meeting and found them to be in order. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Nolan to approve the payments as presented. 

Treasurer’s Report:  

a. Approval of the Treasurer’s Report and Money Transfers: Copies of the Treasurer’s Report and money transfers were included in the packets. Transfers included $91,226 transferred from the Pooled Cash account to the Water & Sewer Money Market Account on January 7th; $232,442 transferred from the City Money Market Account to the Pooled Cash account on January 13th; $252,691 transferred from the City Money Market Account to the Pooled Cash account on January 14th; $150,000, $150,000 and $223,451 transferred from the Pooled Cash account to the City Money Market Account on January 3rd, 23rd, and 31st respectively to earn higher interest on idle tax revenue. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Fischer to approve the treasurer’s report and all money transfers as presented.
