Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No Report.

Public Protection: Polzin reported they met jointly with the townships on January 24th to approve the specs on the new truck and put it out to bid. The Committee will meet again on February 28th after the bids are in; Bid due date is February 21st.  The committee also met jointly with Personnel on February 4th. They discussed the police department renovations which should be completed by February 25th. They also discussed at length changing the pay period and decided to leave it as is. Nuisance properties will be an annual spring inspection by the police department. Elver attended New Chief training in Madison at the end of January. Elver expects to start patrol on Fishing Derby weekend; he has been concentrating on organizing the office. The committee approved utilizing the Deputy Clerk-Treasurer as a police clerk for up to 100 hours any time after May 1st for a one year trial basis. m/s/c Schoen/Fischer to approve the Public Protection minutes of January 24th and February 4th as presented.
Community Properties:  Schoen reported they met February 5th. They approved the Veteran’s Park Memorial that the American Legion has presented but with a clarification on a maintenance partnership. Mattes is in the process of getting quotes for a lawn tractor to replace several other pieces of equipment. The sewer department may be interested in buying the back-hoe. The committee approved hiring summer help; Schoen would like to see volunteers run the girls softball program. They advised Mattes to purchase some rubber springs for the park equipment at Cannon Park. They told Mattes to follow-up on installing the cameras and overhangs at the fire hall that were approved last fall. Mud-jacking and time-cards were also discussed. The application for the second phase of the Lake Grant was submitted February 1st. m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to approve the Community Properties/Street Committee minutes of February 5th as presented.   

City Finance: Zillmer reported the committee met earlier tonight to review the bills and bank statements and found them to be in order. m/s/c Schoen/Paisar to approve the finance minutes from February 11th.

Library: Wilke reported they held a training session on Nooks, I Pads and Kindles and plan to continue training sessions every other month. They will be holding an Elephant & Piggie party based on the popular children’s book by Mo Willems. The annual report was successfully submitted. January circulation was up again. Memorials for Pat Pamperin are being planned and include lilac bushes, a birdbath and an annual event called “Blooming Around Town” to be held on her birthday in March.
Police:  Elver reported Eric, Kevin and himself held a work day today to clean and organize the police department. The renovations will be over by February 25th. The office furniture is set to arrive February 22nd.
Street:  The crew is working on clearing out the storm sewers after the ice storm. Mattes is working on an excel sheet for timecards. He requested the March Community Properties meeting date be changed because he will be on vacation; the next meeting will be changed to March 11th at 4:00 p.m.
