Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from League of Wisconsin Municipalities, The Wisconsin Taxpayer and the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp. were in the packets. Personnel:  No Report.

Public Protection: Polzin reported they met jointly with the townships on February 28th to discuss the pumper bids. The board asked Joe Stuhr to contact the 2 local bidders (Shawano & Antigo) and see if they would lower their price any on the chassis quote. Everyone was in agreement to go with Custom Fab & Body bid with add-ons of a 1250 gallon tank and 600’ feet hose. In the packets is breakdown for each municipality and the percent they are responsible for. The chassis will be purchased in 2013. Stuhr discussed what was going on with the MABAS program. Two new firefighters are set for approval. Bill Adams is back from his leave of absence. Public Protection met March 4th. Discussion was made on the police department remodel. The committee took a tour in the station after the meeting because there was a citizen complaint but, after looking in the back, everything is fine and on track. The Northern Waupaca County Joint Municipal Court Invoice was brought up. The shortfall for 2012 was $529.20 and the Public Protection Committee agreed to pay the invoice. The Chief’s monthly report was discussed. Police Chief Chuck Elver started patrolling at the Fish Derby and overall was good. Elver has completed a new state mandated firearm course and is now able to carry a firearm; he is also undergoing full field training with Officer Schultz & Krause. Elver is working with the school after the tragedy of the Gollnow family. Elver is planning to have a team building meeting with his officers. Elver checked into new software but still working on the current issues. Nuisance properties were discussed; the police department will stay on top of this issue and follow through. Elver asked the committee about the part time officer vacancy. The committee advised him to use his discretion and let the committee know what he decides.  m/s/c Zillmer/Whitford to approve the Public Protection minutes of February 28th and March 4th as presented.

Library: The library received a grant for a “hearing loop” to be installed. It will be installed within the next few weeks. The hearing loop will assist patrons who have hearing aids. The library will be holding the 1st Annual Pat Pamperin Blooming Event. It will take place March 25th 4:00 pm to 7:00 pm at the library. Patrons will plant flowers in a pot and then take home and watch it grow. They then will bring the flowers back to the library on May 20th to be planted in the library garden. Refreshments and other crafts will also be available March 25th.

Street:  All snow is picked up from intersections. On the next Council agenda, Mattes will have approval for dump truck repairs and a purchase for a new tractor/mower. Mattes will be attending a Dam safety seminar next month.

New Business:
a. Waupaca County Tourism Project- Dave Thiel: Dave Thiel and Bill Zeinert presented on what’s going on in the second year of the Tourism project. The tourism board is almost ready to launch their new website. Where people will be able to go and find a business they are looking for, watch short clips of different businesses, look up local events that are taking place, know what’s going on in Waupaca County and why they should come here, or read blogs. Also Zeinert reported that starting in May through June there will be 30 sec commercial ads running on TV in the northern and western part of Milwaukee promoting Waupaca County and why they should come here. Zeinert reported that Mad Dog & Merrill and Roger Radley both agreed to become sponsors and help promote Waupaca County. They will be shown on the TV and website ads. Thiel asks the Council to still support the Tourism Board in their third year and consider them during budget time. Marion is about 5% of the population in Waupaca County which would be a total of $600 out of $12,000 for the third year. 
b. Regional Revolving Loan Program- Dave Thiel:  Dave Thiel handed out an informational packet on the Regional Revolving Loan Fund Program. The Council has till July 1st to decide if they are ready to pass the Resolution to join the Wisconsin Community Development Block Grant (CDBG.)  This will be put on the May agenda for a final decision. 
c. Application for Temporary Class “B” License- Mid-State Ice Racing: m/s/c Schoen/Zillmer to approve the Temporary Class “B” License for the Mid-State Ice Racing to be held March 16th. 
d. Approval for New Firefighters- Jon Robenhagen and Chase Bossell: m/s/c Polzin/Fischer to approve both new firefighters, Jon Robenhagen and Chase Bossell. 
e. Approval of Fire Department Pumper Chassis: m/s/uroll Schoen/Whitford to approve the City’s portion of $40,276 for the pumper chassis (from Quinlan’s.) 
f. Approval of Fire Department Pumper Apparatus Body: m/s/roll Whitford/Schoen to approve the City’s portion of $112,301 for the apparatus body (from Custom Fab & Body.)
g. Operator’s License Applications: Gwendolyn Williams was approved by the police department pending certification and properly filling out violations. m/s/c Polzin/Fischer to approve the operator’s license for Gwendolyn Williams subject to providing her certification and properly filling out application.

Transfer included $50,000 on February 19th from Pooled Cash to the City Money Market and $125,000 on February 26th from City Money Market to Pooled Cash to pay monthly bills. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Whitford to approve the treasurer’s report and money transfers as presented.
