
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – April 9, 2012
Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Acknowledgement of Citizens/Open Forum:  Robert Malueg, representing the American Legion, requested permission to pursue looking into putting up a monument at Veteran’s Park; Council had no objections.
Robert Sprenger asked questions related to the public fire protection moving from the general fund to the utility; Mielke explained the sewer PILOT, bond covenant, general fund budget, and potential $1 million dollar expense for phosphorous compliance.
Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, the League of Wisconsin Municipalities, the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp. and the Wisconsin Taxpayer were in the packets. Also included were invitations to attend the League of Wisconsin Municipalities Regional Dinner and New Officials Workshop. Mielke requested members read the Wisconsin Fiscal Health article in the Taxpayer.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No Report.
Public Protection: Polzin reported they met on April 2nd. The hiring process for 2 part-time officers is underway. Recruitment process for the chief vacancy is ongoing. Committee approved Paisar to look into the purchase of one or two more tornado sirens. The K-9 unit has been active. The “Active Shooter” training will be held at 1:00 p.m. on May 2nd at the elementary school. Also discussed were the need for 3 full time officers and/or 3 part-time officers, coverage by Waupaca County, and how to charge other municipalities for the use of the K-9 (full report in the “Police Report” binder). m/s/c Schoen/Zillmer to approve the public protection minutes from April 2nd. 
Community Properties:  Schoen reported on the meeting held April 2nd.  The committee recommended weed spraying by Lake and Pond Association for $10,187.00. Also approved was Graef Amendment #11 for the 2012 dam inspection at a cost not to exceed $3500. Bids for the sledding hill will be ready next month. The committee recommended the approval of Resolution 2012-03 modifying the no wake on the pond. A quote for the softball field renovations is in process. Five more computers were added to the contract with Network Solutions at a cost of $325/month. Citizens will be allowed to pick-up fallen timber from the trails by the sledding hill; Mattes and Meyer will consult to draft a waiver and conditions. m/s/c Fischer/Zillmer to approve the Community Properties/Street Committee minutes from April 2nd. 
City Finance: Zillmer reported the committee met earlier tonight to review the bills and bank statements and found them to be in order. Also discussed were timecard revisions. m/s/c Schoen/Polzin to approve the Finance minutes of April 9th.

Fire: A written report was on the table.
Library:  The brat fry was a success; several new patrons were registered that day. April is Food-for-Fines. The art show is April 12th at 4:00; they may try to incorporate an art auction. Natures Nocturnal Nitch will be this Thursday. A kayak is the first prize for the duck race. Flash drives that contain historical microfilm from the Marion Advertiser are ready to be checked out; the years of 1950-1968 are missing, but Wilkie is working on obtaining them. Circulation was down by 600 for March.
Police:  Chaney is happy with the candidate pool. If the council is changing direction on the staffing level, Chaney needs to know right away. Schoen said the reduction of staff and hours is just a talking point right now; Chaney doesn’t want to waste the candidate’s time if the city is just going to stay with two full-time officers. Mielke wants a special public protection/personnel meeting set to discuss the staffing level of the police department; For the interim, Chaney was advised to continue sending out questionnaires.
Street:  Zillmer questioned when the gravel roads will be graded; Mattes said tomorrow.
Water & Sewer:  None.
Miscellaneous Reports:
Mayor’s Report: Mielke handed out a review of the Clintonville Area Ambulance Service; The 2011 tax levy for the ambulance coverage was $19,148; Total annual cost per capita for Marion taxpayer is $15.20. Ambulance is now staffed 24/7 with a paramedic on duty every shift. Staff is leaving for larger municipalities that pay more; Paramedics in larger cities get paid about $13/hr. Mielke asked for suggestions for fundraising by civic groups.
