
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – April 14, 2014
Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

m/s/c Schoen/Fischer to deviate from the order of agenda if necessary.  

m/s/c Nolan/Fischer to approve the minutes from March 10th.
Acknowledgement of Citizens/Open Forum:  Robenhagen requested the city install a shelter area with picnic tables at Cannon Park; he states the park gets a lot of use and people have nowhere to sit. Item will be added to the Community Properties agenda.
Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp, and the Wisconsin Taxpayer were in the packets. 
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No report.
Deviated to:  Community Properties:  Schoen reported they met on April 7th. The 2014 Eurasian Milfoil Treatment Plan from Stantec Consulting was discussed; Stantec met with the Pond Association again today to go over the size of the test area, dilution ratio and other details. The Disc Golf course is being designed; Cloverleaf Graphic is working on signs for the course. Graef is doing the biennial dam inspection this year. No communications were received in reference to “The Nose” property. The back-up generator for City Hall is still in discussion. The Committee reviewed the updated 2014 citizen park survey. The library clock was discussed; blinking signs and DOT requirements were also discussed. The bus and ’95 Dodge were taken to the Carly Auction; Mattes doesn’t know what they sold for yet. The lights in the vacant half of the city hall building may be a fire hazard are being replaced for $1,800 (includes the barbershop). A party is interested in renting the vacant half of the city hall building for a pet store. The 5-year phone contract with Frontier is expired; other options are being explored. Mattes handed out an update sheet for the Dam Emergency Plan. m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to pass the (Community Properties) minutes. 

Public Protection: Schoen reported they also met April 7th.  The Joint Municipal Court report and 2013 financial review were in the packets. There was nothing new with the public nuisance properties. The dog that bit Officer Krause was euthanized. Part-time officers are being interviewed. Walker gave a presentation on the Shared Chiefs Position to the Manawa Chamber of Commerce. Officer Krause took the lead on cleaning out the evidence cage; one full dumpster was removed. Officer Schultz is now a certified Emergency Vehicle Training Instructor; he can now train all employees in house instead of sending them out of town. Most of the computer upgrades are complete. The old squad had more minor repairs done.

Fire: Written report was in the packets. 
Library: Wilke reported the new OWLS director visited the library earlier tonight; he was very impressed. Spanish is the theme for this month’s Culture’s and Cuisines Club. This is National Library week; activities are planned all week. Over 50 entries were received for the art show; ribbons will be awarded on Wednesday. Robinson Construction redid the caulking around the leaking solar attic windows.
Police:  Written report was in the packet. Walker reported the statewide tornado drill is April 24th at 1:45 p.m.; Schultz and Walker will be working on nuisance properties again. A new nuisance complaint at the mobile home park is being worked on. A residence on NE 2nd has a collapsed garage that will need to be demo’ d; this case has some unusual details and the City Attorney is involved. 
Street:  Mattes reported the first round of street sweeping was finished over the weekend. They plowed this morning. 
Water & Sewer:  Bork reported letters went out today advising residents they can stop running water effective Thursday, April 17th.

Mayor’s Report:  
Marion Pond Association: Braun reported the next meeting is April 21st @ 6:30 p.m. The snowmobile went through the pond at 11:20 p.m. Sunday for the Ice-Out Contest.
New Business:
a. Application for 6 Month Class “B” Beer License – Marion Athletic Club- Jason Krueger, agent: m/s/c Schoen/Fischer to approve the application for the beer license for the Marion Athletic Club.
b. Class B Combination Liquor & Beer License –Schultz’s Bluebird Café’ dba Schultz’s Supper Club – Paul Schultz, Agent: m/s/c Fischer/Zillmer to approve the Class B Combination Beer & Liquor License for Schultz’s Bluebird Café’ (Schultz’s Supper Club).
c. Ordinance 2014-001: An Ordinance Repealing Chapter 513 – Soda Water Beverages: Public hearing was held earlier; there were no comments. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Schoen to waive the reading of and approve Ordinance 2014-001 to repeal Chapter 513 – Soda Water Beverages.
d. Ordinance 2014-002: An Ordinance Amending Chapter 135-11 – Annual and Regular Meetings: Public hearing was held earlier; there were no comments. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Schoen to waive the reading of and adopt Ordinance 2014-002 to amend Chapter 135-11 – Annual and Regular Meetings.
e. Resolution 2014-01: Budget Amendment 2014-01 – To Bring Outlay Balances Forward: The amendment brings outstanding outlay balances of into the new year. m/s/uroll Hoffmann/Fischer to waive the reading of and accept Resolution 2014-01 the budget amendment to bring outlay balances forward into the new year.
Deviation: Roll call vote was missed on the ordinances. Mayor Mielke called for voice votes on Ordinance 2014-001 and Ordinance 2014-002; unanimous voice votes were received on both. Record is changed to record the roll call votes.

f. 2014 Eurasian Milfoil Treatment Plan – Stantec Consulting: Braun reported the Pond Association met with Mark Kordus of Stantec earlier today; the Association recommends going with a 10 acre test treatment area and tasks 1, 2, 2.1.  Tasks 1, 2, and 2.1 total $12,445. Task 3 & 4 are optional and would cost $1,250 if needed. Nolan & Whitford clarified the motion from the Pond Association; they approved the whole contract from Stantec just in case tasks 3 & 4 are needed; if 3 & 4 are not needed, the city does not pay for them. Mattes said the cost of the permit is included; the only additional cost would be if we choose to send some plants out for testing. Mielke reported $10,000 was budgeted for weed control. Approximately 60% of the pond is affected by the milfoil. A 5 acre test plot was discussed, but Ted Johnson, WI DNR, had concerns about the smaller test area. Nolan said if we can prove this works, there is better chance of getting a grant for the whole pond spray next year; the grant would cover 75% of the cost to spray the entire pond. If this test doesn’t work, they would probably switch to weed harvesting. Stantec is a large company with a lot of resources available. Nolan said the Pond Association does have funds available to make up the city shortfall, but they can’t commit until after their next meeting. An entire pond spray for next year is estimated to cost $50,000 - $60,000; the city cost would be around $12,500 if we get the grant. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Schoen to move forward with the contract with Stantec Consulting (with all the options available to be implemented when and if they are needed). Kordus will be directed to start with tasks 1, 2, and 2.1.
g. Applications for Operator’s Licenses: Applicants are Erik Johnson, Amanda Arndt and Autumn Isfan; all were approved by the police department. m/s/c Schoen/Fischer to approve the operator’s licenses as presented.
Unfinished Business:  None.
Approval of Payments: 

a. Clerk-Treasurer, Fire Department, Library, Police Department, Senior Center, Street Department, Payroll Vouchers and Utility Vouchers: The Finance Committee reviewed and signed the bills prior to the meeting and found them to be in order. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Schoen to approve the payments as presented. 

Treasurer’s Report:  

a. Approval of the Treasurer’s Report and Money Transfers: Copies of the Treasurer’s Report and money transfers were included in the packets. Transfers included $67,347 transferred from the City Money Market Account to the Pooled Cash account to pay monthly bills. m/s/uroll Schoen/Williamson to approve the treasurer’s report and the money transfers as presented.
