
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – April 8, 2013
Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, League of Wisconsin Municipalities, The Wisconsin Taxpayer and the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp. were in the packets. 
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No Report.

Public Protection: Polzin reported they met April 1. Monthly police activities included several disorderly conducts. Elver is working on more extensive field training. A press release will go out in April regarding nuisance properties. m/s/c Schoen/Fischer to approve the Public Protection minutes of April 1st.
Community Properties:  Schoen reported they met March 11th. They recommended Custom Fab & Body do repairs to the ’88 dump truck in the amount of $6,779. They approved the purchase of a new lawn tractor from Caroline Implement; the cost of the tractor, as recorded in the minutes, will need to be altered because there will be no trade-in, the Water and Sewer department will purchase the old backhoe for $14,000 from the Street Department instead. The cost recorded in the minutes was $21,290.82; it will be changed to $35,290.82. Also discussed were time card revisions, lawn mowing and snow removal fees, street department uniforms, suggestions for correcting the flooding at Lion’s Point, water damage to the Perry Avenue garage rental, the goose round-up, the 2013 Wisconsin Dam Operator Workshop, and light poles on Bertram Street.
Schoen also reported the committee met April 1st. Marion did not get the pond spraying grant. After lengthy discussion, the committee voted to spend the $10,000 budgeted for whole pond treatment and the Pond Association will contribute the other $5,000 needed. The committee also recommended hiring Andrea Nohr as the girls summer recreation coach and Austin Hoffman as the part-time streets & parks laborer. Also discussed were yield sings in the alley behind city hall and new light poles on Bertram Street.

m/s/uroll Polzin/Fischer to approve the Community Properties/Street Committee minutes of March 11th and April 1st, with a clarification in the March minutes to show the cost of the John Deere tractor, without trade-in of the backhoe, to be $35,290.82.   

City Finance: Zillmer reported the committee met earlier tonight to review the bills and bank statements and found them to be in order. m/s/c Schoen/Fisher to approve the finance minutes from April 8.

Department Reports:

Clerk-Treasurer:  The election went well; no issues. New alderpersons are Scott Hoffmann, Ken Williamson, and TJ Nolan. The Organizational meeting is next Monday at 6:00 p.m. We are waiting on the audit reports. Rogers will be on vacation the week of April 29th.
Fire: Written report was in the packet.
Library: Wilke reported the 1st annual “Blooming around Town” in honor of Pat Pamperin was well attended. Next week is National Library Week; it will include an art show with the addition of a silent auction. April is “Food for Fines”; the donations will go to the High School’s World Hunger Drive. Wilke was a guest speaker at a meeting of the newly combined Clintonville/Marion Rotary Club. The Friends of the Library are putting together raffle baskets. Katie is working on the after school program; they will be limiting computer time to 2-hours/day to get the kids more involved in other things. Penny Madson was hired to replace Klemann; she will be working on adult programs.
Police:  Elver is working on field training including 12 hour shifts on nights and weekends. He anticipates being on his own the first part of May. A press release will go out in April regarding nuisance properties; Elver will work with property owners to take care of violations within allotted time-frames.
Street:  Street sweeping will begin this week –weather permitting. Water is being let out of the pond. Plows are still hooked up for the anticipated snowfall. 
Water & Sewer:  Bork reported the water tower painting bid was awarded and work will begin as the weather permits. The city will have two temporary towers while the work is in progress; he is coordinating with the fire department and major industries.
Miscellaneous Reports:
Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Mielke gave her sincere thanks to the retiring council members. Polzin served for 8 years, Paisar for about 22 years and Whitford for 2 years.
Marion Pond Association: Braun reported the next meeting is April 22nd. The $5,000 pond spraying contribution will come as a recommendation that night.  They will also ask for volunteers to run the harvester. The Ice Out is underway. The DNR will survey the fish population after the ice is out. 
New Business:
a. Resolution 2013-04: To approve a revised manual for the administration of the Revolving Loan Fund established using Community Development Block Grant Funds:  Revisions include changes to anti-piracy regulations, low & moderate income benefits and the self-certification forms. The revised manual should be approved before proceeding with possible consolidation with the county next month. m/s/uroll Fischer/Paisar to waive the reading of and approve Resolution 2013-04 (to approve a revised manual for the administration of the Revolving Loan Fund established using Community Development Block Grant Funds).
