Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  
Public Protection: Williamson reported on the Committee of the Whole meeting held May 4th. “The Nose” will be demolished in a couple of weeks. The building inspector is setting up an inspection of 315 Siegert. 112 Meyer is in the process of being declared a public nuisance due to the number of police calls but Walker believes the tenants are moving out. Part-Time Officer Zachary Boyer starts this week. Krause is out on Family Medical Leave and should be back mid-May. The police have a suspect in the 2nd set of burglaries at Kangaroo K’s and Bubbas, but, because the businesses did not have surveillance cameras, it’s unlikely he will be charged. Schultz & Walker attended a presentation on heroin deaths. Patrols on N. Parkview continue. An audit of the evidence room was completed, it should be done annually. Walker gave the 1st part of a presentation on the Shared Chiefs Agreement; the 2nd part will be given at the next meeting. Walker may retire the end of this year; he would stay on to do further mentoring if needed. m/s/c Schoen/Zillmer to approve the (Committee of the Whole) minutes from May 4th.
Community Properties: Zillmer reported on the meeting held May 4th. The veterans were given permission to build an additional flower bed at Veteran’s Park at no cost to the city. A citizen objected to the name of Slaughterhouse Road; the name will remain as is. The demolition of “The Nose” should begin shortly; the Holbrook property behind it will also come down at the same time – not at city expense; Holbrook is responsible for his own property. Fahrner Asphalt was the low bidder for the crack-filling and seal coating for E. Garfield and S.E. 2nd @ $22,244. The pond spray target date is May 19th; Lunda will repair the crack on the retaining wall of the dam at the same. Numerous items for the parks were discussed and documented in the minutes. m/s/c Schoen/Zillmer to approve the minutes from Community Properties/Streets of May 4th.
City Finance: Schoen reported on the April 13th meeting. Employee health insurance was discussed at length; Schoen referred everyone to the bullet points in the minutes to see what can/cannot be done under Obamacare; a change in the employee handbook partially takes care of the non-compliance issue. The Marion Civic Group disbanded and the annual donation to them has ceased. The Girls Summer Softball Program is transitioning to a citizen group; they will be able to utilize the funds. The committee also approved the bills.
Schoen also reported on the meeting held earlier tonight. The bills and bank statements were reviewed and found to be in order. m/s/c Zillmer/Hoffmann to approve minutes from April 13th and May 11th from City Finance.
