
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – June 8, 2015
Council President Aaron Schoen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp, and the Wisconsin Taxpayer were in the packets.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  
Public Protection: Williamson reported on the “Committee of the Whole” meeting held June 1st. Under Public Nuisance Case Management: the tenants were evicted from 112 Meyer; the property owner of 315 Siegert disagrees with the building inspectors determination on the state of disrepair; he hired a structural engineer who reported the structure itself is okay; the building inspector is providing Attorney Meyer with a letter outlining the repairs that need to be made; a raze order may be issued if the repairs are not completed within 30 days or the cost to repair exceeds 50% of the assessed value. Officer Boyer is finishing training. Marion officers assisted Clintonville in locating an armed man around the Christus Church on May 9th. Krause is gaining recognition for his K9 and drug recognition work. Walker gave the 2nd half of his shared chief presentation; a decision on whether to continue the agreement needs to be made by September. Walker had no hesitation in recommending Kevin Schultz for the shared chief position. They also discussed a possible 3rd FT officer and a shared school liaison officer. m/s/c Zillmer/Hoffmann to approve the (Committee of the Whole) minutes as read.
Community Properties: Zillmer reported on the meeting held June 1. The committee met at the athletic field and checked out the concession stand remodel. The field lights are being repaired. The booster club is discussing putting an announcer’s booth above the visitors dug-out on the softball field. The Historical Society may add another building. The disc golf course was reviewed; Mattes is working on signage by the first hole. The demolition of “The Nose” did not occur within the 1 year timeframe allowed under the asbestos abatement permit, so a new permit had to be issued by the DNR; the total cost for the new permit was $250 and was split 50/50 between the county and city; the county had to hold a meeting to approve their $125; it’s approved now. Initial results of the pond spray look good; it should have killed both the curly leaf and milfoil. New park equipment is being installed. The monthly department activities were reviewed.  m/s/c Nolan/Williamson to approve the minutes from Community Properties/Streets of June 1.

Police: Written report was in the packets. Schultz reported Krause had two more Drug Recognition Enforcements (DRE’s) for Shawano County; this is in addition to the 2 reported at last week’s meeting; any overtime for the DRE’s will be reimbursed through DOT. Schultz will hold EVOC training at the school on Wednesday. The K9 golf outing is June 20th at 11:00 a.m.; they are looking for teams.
Street: Mattes reported the lights at ballfield were struck by lightning; the ballasts will be replaced. The disc golf signage was received and will be installed next week; a port-a- potty, garbage can and picnic table will be placed ½ way through the course. The last of the pond samples were sent to the State Lab of Hygiene; it’s been 3 weeks, so the water can be used for lawn watering again. Goose droppings made Lion’s Point unusable 4 years ago; in the first year of the goose round-up, 77 geese were captured; 50 were captured in the 2nd year;  22 were captured last year; a round-up doesn’t appear to be needed this year. Mattes said the goose round-up program was successful; the beach and park are in good condition.
