
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – June 9, 2014
Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Acknowledgement of Citizens/Open Forum:  None.
Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus and the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp were in the packets. The Wisconsin Taxpayer was on the table. Also included in the packet was a note from Elsie Utke thanking the city crew for a job well done over the winter.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No report.
Public Protection: Williamson reported they met June 2nd.  A building permit was issued to 612 N. Main Street and repairs are underway. The building inspector is examining some newly identified nuisance properties. Part-time officer Nissen has started. The Wisconsin State Patrol is in the process of converting the squad computer record link system; Walker will keep the committee updated as it progresses. The rear differential went out on the squad and it underwent repairs. A black bear was on Hillcrest Drive May 28th. The K9 unit has been busy with training and public relations. Walker is following up on the horse droppings on city streets. m/s/c Schoen/Hoffmann to approve the Public Protection meeting minutes.
Community Properties: Zillmer reported they met June 2nd. Construction on the Veterans Park Memorial is expected to begin this summer. A lease was approved to Mary Kafer to open a pet shop next door. Town of Wyoming residents can bring their waste oil and oil filters to our recycling center, but nothing else. The Disc Golf course will be done in two weeks; discs are available for check-out at the library. Discussions on the former Nose property are still underway. The citizen park survey will be handed out at Family Night Out. Solutions to the library water problems are still being explored. If a coach is not found for girl’s softball, the program will be canceled this year. The grant application for the emergency generators for city hall and fire hall is in progress. The 20-year old analog phone system is starting to experience difficulties; the consultant recommends switching to Charter digital service with a Unitel phone system; the system cost is over $9,000. A motion was made to update the communications system. The storm sewer at NE 3rd and Sherman is fixed. m/s/c Schoen/Fischer to approve the minutes from the Properties committee meeting.
City Finance: Schoen reported they met May 12th @ 5:00 p.m. They reviewed the bills and bank statements and found them to be in order. The proposed CDARS investments include 4 CD’s @ $250,000 each that are staggered to mature in 6, 12, 24, and 36 months. They should eliminate the amount that is uninsured/uncollateralized throughout the year. The proposed investments are estimated to yield an annual interest increase of $4,000. The rate on the $85,000 loan to the Clintonville Area Ambulance loan is 2.8%. The committee recommended transferring the balance from the Boy’s Summer Rec program to the Marion Youth League. The rate on the fire truck loan is 3.45% for 10 years; the ambulance loan is for 5 years. m/s/c Hoffmann/Fischer to approve the City Finance committee meeting minutes of May 12th.
The minutes from the meeting held earlier tonight were not available.

Clerk-Treasurer:  No report.
Fire: Stuhr reported the softball tournament went well. They responded to two calls last month. They held pump training and training on the new truck. 
Library: Wilke reported the Cultures & Cuisine Club are skipping June-July-Aug. Dogs Lovers Day is June 23rd; the Lioness will sell food; various service dogs will be present as well as dogs up for adoption. The Two Mile Color Fun Run will be held just prior to the Family Night Out on August 5th this year. The start time for the food at Family Night Out will be moved to 5:30 p.m. so there will not be as big of a gap between the meal and fireworks; in addition to the normal activities, Marion Body Works may hold a Punt, Pass & Kick event and the Girl Scouts are also setting up games. The Farmers Market will be given one last try; it will be held by the Marion Plaza on Wednesday nights; grant money was received and is being spent on promoting the market. Pat James will hold a book signing on June 18th. Their internet has been upgraded through the State.
Police:  The written report was in the packet. The squad went back in for warranty work on the rebuild and is now running great; there was no charge. The owner of 418 Sherman Street requested 30 more days to get his stuff out and tear down his shed. On Wednesday, the department assisted US Marshalls in a fugitive apprehension. On Thursday and Friday, search warrants were executed, details of which will be provided later.
Street:  Mattes reported the Disc Golf should be ready by the end of the week. The new shelter for Cannon Park should be in by next weekend. A company will be coming in tomorrow to see if it’s possible to do some underground directional boring for the water problem at the library. About 17-22,000 gallons of water run through the library pumps per day.

New Business:
a. Veteran’s Park Memorial Project – American Legion Rep: Meyer said Legion members will need to sign a “hold harmless” waiver before proceeding with volunteer work on public property. He said prevailing wages is not an issue since it’s a civic organization donating labor. The layout of the project was in the packets. Zillmer gave an update on the Legion’s proposal to move the existing shelter so the memorial can be centered along the width of the parking area. The shelter would be moved south-east. The Legion would pick-up the cost. Mattes said the only real cost will be for the new concrete slab; the old slab will be removed. The service flags will also be moved to behind the memorial. m/s/uroll Schoen/Zillmer to approve (allowing the Legion to move the open shelter at Veterans Park).
b. Resolution 2014–07: Authorizing the Extension of Park Hours – Marion Youth Baseball, July 7-11, 2014: m/s/uroll Fischer/Zillmer to waive the reading of and approve Resolution 2014-07 (authorizing the extension of park hours for the Marion Youth Baseball on July 7-11th); Schoen abstained.
c. Approval of the 2013 Financial Statements and Audit Reports: The auditor was at the Finance meeting just prior and went over the reports. m/s/uroll Schoen/Zillmer to approve the 2013 audited financial statements and reports.
d. TIF #3 Audit Engagement Letter - CliftonLarsonAllen: A final audit is required at the closing of a TIF. The estimated cost is $3,000; $5000 was budgeted. m/s/uroll Schoen/Fisher to approve the TIF #3 Closing Audit Engagement Letter with CliftonLarsonAllen.
e. Authorization for Custom Fab & Body to show the 2013 Pumper at the Wisconsin State Firefighters Convention, Milwaukee, June 26-29, 2014: Custom Fab & Body wants to display the new pumper at a show in Milwaukee June 26-29th. Stuhr would be the one taking the truck down and would be with the truck during the show. If there is an issue while the truck is gone, Stuhr said we still have the old one; a MABAS alarm could also go out and one of the surrounding fire departments would supply a truck. m/s/c Schoen/Hoffmann to approve Custom Fab to use the 2013 pumper for display at the Wisconsin State Firefighters Convention in Milwaukee June 26-29th. 
f. Approval of New Firefighter – Ryan Schultz: Schultz was a Marion Firefighter previously and recently moved back to the area. He has clearance from the doctor. m/s/c Fischer/Williamson to approve Ryan Schultz as a firefighter.
g. Waiver of Fee – Direct Seller’s Permit – Marion’s Farmer Market: Wilke is coordinating the market. The normal direct seller’s permit fee is $50/year; the vendors will not be charged in an effort to promote the market. m/s/c Nolan/Zillmer to waive the fee for the Marion Farmers Market Direct Seller’s Permit.
h. Application for Produce License – Karen Riemer: m/s/c Fischer/Schoen to approve a produce license for Karen Riemer.
i. Agreement of Lease between the City of Marion and Mary Kafer: Meyer included an additional provision under item #11 specific to the concerns of a pet store. m/s/c Williamson/Fischer to approve the lease between the City of Marion and Mary Kafer.
j. Agreement for Phone Service & Phone System – Charter/Unitel:  Community Properties reviewed the item and recommends moving forward with the updates. The Unitel phone system agreement was in the packet; the cost is $9,639. The Charter agreement costs were on the table; Charter replaces the Frontier phone service. Funds will come out of the contingency outlay. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Schoen to update the phone service and phone system.
k.
