
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – July 13, 2015
Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp, and the Wisconsin Taxpayer were in the packets.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  
Public Protection: Nolan reported on the meeting held July 6th. Employee Health Insurance is still in discussion. The house at 111 W. Ramsdell was demolished. The raze order is proceeding for 315 Siegert Street. 735 S. Main Street will be taken down in August by the family. Part-time Officer Zach Boyer took a full-time position with the City of Ripon. This year’s police budget is on track; last year was abnormal because of drug and burglary cases. They recommended hiring Kevin Schultz as Chief; the hiring should be deferred until August so the wage and benefit package can be defined. m/s/c Zillmer/Hoffmann to approve the Public Protection minutes with the exception of the closed session activity (recommending hiring Kevin Schultz as Police Chief).
Community Properties: Zillmer reported on the meeting held July 6th. The committee met at the Lion’s Point Shelter, toured the senior center and looked over the new playground equipment. Water damage at the Senior Center was evident. A storm sewer flooding issue at 203 East Garfield is under discussion. $1,500 of concrete curbing was approved for Veteran’s Park. The Main Street banners are being cleaned and stitched. The downspouts on the east side of the fire hall are in disrepair. Mattes is getting estimates on blacktopping the green space around the fire hall because it’s hard to maintain. “The Nose” and 111 W. Ramsdell were demo’d. The weed harvester is running. The Meisters are doing exterior work on the baseball concession stand; the city will buy the tin. m/s/c Zillmer/Fischer to approve the Community Properties/Streets meeting minutes of July 6.
City Finance: Schoen reported on the meeting held June 11th. The auditor was present and went over the 2014 Audit Reports and Financial Statements. Schoen asked if there were any questions on the bullet points. Mielke pointed out that the audit report had an error and the reserves are higher than reported in bullet point #5; the unassigned reserves are closer to $400,000. m/s/c Zillmer/Hoffmann to approve the June 11th Finance Minutes with the (after meeting) correction to bullet point #5.

Clerk-Treasurer: Rogers’ husband is seriously ill and she is on family medical leave. The office is closed this week as Bessette is attending the Clerk’s Institute.

Street: Mattes reported the tin for the baseball concession stand is ordered. The weed harvester had mechanical problems but is running now. Harvesting controls the good weeds. A natural weed formed a thick mat on the pond; the algae bloom is also bad. The beach and boat landing areas are weedy because they were not sprayed like last year; Mattes will look into getting on an annual program to spray the park areas to keep them open all year. No geese are on the pond. Spraying targets invasive species like curly leaf and milfoil. Mattes will ask the DNR about spraying some of the native weeds to keep them under control, but it’s unlikely it will be approved because it can’t be controlled and may kill all the native weeds.
Water & Sewer:  MCO will be exercising water main valves this week; it’s part of the contract with MCO.

b. Vacate Alleyway off of West Ramsdell Street: Meyer explained the Plan Commission will be reviewing expansion plans from Marion Body Works. The city owns a small parcel in the middle of their proposed development. The parcel needs to be deeded over to the Body Works to facilitate the expansion. 
c. Direct Sellers Permit – Marion Farmers Market: m/s/c Zillmer/Fisher to approve the sellers permit for the Marion Farmers Market.
d. Applications for Operator’s Licenses: Submitted for approval were: Donna J. Buckoski, Staci J. Carper, Kasey J. Kuhn, Shannon L. Nietzer, Daniella L. Joerres, Tami M. Miller, and Thomas L. Barnick. All were approved by the police department. m/s/c Schoen/Hoffmann to approve the applications for operator’s licenses.
