
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – July 14, 2014
Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp and the Wisconsin Taxpayer were in the packets. 
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No report.
Public Protection: Nolan reported on the meeting held July 7th @5:15 p.m. Chief Walker’s report titled “The Recruitment and Utilization of Part-time Police Officers” was reviewed and highlights recapped for council; a copy is filed and part of the minutes. The Klemann shed is down but the debris still needs to be removed. The shed on S. Main has also been removed. The Chief’s monthly report was reviewed and is on file. Walker recommends keeping the existing squad once the new one is purchased. A 4-year restraining order prohibiting a citizen from being near any city building is in place. Recent burglaries are under investigation. Rogers asked for input on a 5-year Capital Improvement Plan. m/s/c Schoen/Zillmer to approve the committee meeting minutes of Public Protection.
Community Properties: Zillmer reported they met jointly w/Personnel on June 23rd.  Ballfield maintenance was discussed; a lot of money was spent on the fields and the investment needs to be protected. The garbage cans at the ballpark are often overflowing; Mattes was advised to get a price on a dumpster. Adding more sand at Lion’s Point is not possible due to drainage issues. Meeting time compensation was discussed and it was determined employees should take time off on different days instead of earning time & ½ for meetings that are scheduled at least a week in advance. The committee wants to try a web-based time card program for the employees. They also recommended changing “noon” closing to “early” closing in the employee handbook. The shelter is up at Cannon Park. 

The committee also met on July 7th. They voted to allow Wilke to take down whatever trees are necessary to make room for a gazebo. A motion was made and approved to get bids for boring & placing an 8” pipe from the library to an existing manhole as a permanent solution to the water problems; the city engineer will be consulted. The Citizen Park Survey will go out in August. The disc golf course is in; discs are available at the library. The committee voted to install two new shelters over the picnic tables at Lions Point @ $1,500 each. 2 garbage cans will be removed from the athletic field and replaced with one 2-yard dumpster. The USDA grant committee review is complete, but they want to see a 5-year Capital Improvement Plan to account for the funds in the Contigency Outlay. Brush on North Parkview is being cut. Streets are being sprayed. The ditches will be cut by the weekend. m/s/c Schoen/Fischer to approve the meeting minutes of June 23 & July 7 of the Streets and Properties Committee.
City Finance: Schoen reported on the June 9th meeting. Joy Palmer from CliftonLarsonAllen was present and the audit reports were reviewed and approved. Schoen reviewed each of the bullet points in the minutes. CORRECTION TO MINUTES: Mielke noted that “Net Position of the water and sewer funds… should read “Net Asset Position of the water and sewer funds…”. An ordinance change eliminating the permit process for open burning was considered and tabled. Changes to the Board of Review ordinance were recommended to be put to public hearing. The bills, bank statements and financial reports were found to be in order. m/s/c Nolan/Fischer to approve the Finance minutes of June 9th with one correction.
The minutes from the meeting held earlier tonight were not available.

Bessette is attending her 2nd year of the Clerk’s Institute in Green Bay this week.

Police:  The written report was in the packet. Walker reported they were not charged for the 2nd breakdown on the air conditioner so the cost of the repairs were adjusted from $800 down to $495. Nissen is on his own answering calls.
Street:  Mattes will tour the pond with Ted Johnson and his partner sometime this week; they hope to see why we have some weeds and why we don’t have others. Mielke requested Mattes notify someone from the pond association & see if they can attend.
