
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – July 8, 2013
Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Acknowledgement of Citizens/Open Forum:  None.
Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, The Wisconsin Taxpayer and the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp. were in the packets. League of Wisconsin Municipalities newsletters were distributed via email.

Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No Report.

Public Protection: Schoen reported they met July 1st at 5:15 p.m. The employee residency requirement was changed to match new state guidelines. An update on public nuisance properties was given and the monthly police report was reviewed. Chaney determined that two citizen complaints against the police department were unfounded. Chaney is trying to sell the non-returnable bullet proof vest that was purchased for the former police chief for $800. m/s/c Zillmer/Hoffmann to approve the Public Protection minutes of July 1.
Community Properties:  Schoen reported they met July 1. Dave Jueds, of the Marion Miester’s, appeared under Citizens Forum and presented a baseball field maintenance procedure he would like the city and the rest of the users to follow; that discussion is ongoing. Waupaca County would like to resume talks about a cooperative effort to take down the former “Nose” building. A disc golf course is being pursued provided an ongoing maintenance agreement can be reached. The Pond Update included discussions on the weeds and algae bloom. $1,849 in damage was done to the harvester when a volunteer ran ashore. The storage price for a stall at the Voss farm was set at $120 per month; Fort Courage will be 25% less than that. 35 geese were removed from the pond during the latest round-up. Lawn mowing and snow removal fees are under discussion. Mattes will be utilizing the new building inspector form to follow-up on maintenance issues. Mattes was advised to hire out services if it’s ever necessary to remove weeds, garbage or rodents from nuisance properties. m/s/c Hoffmann/Williamson to approve the Community Properties/Street Committee minutes of July 1st.
City Finance: Zillmer reported on the June 10th meeting. The annual audit report and financial statements were reviewed with the auditor. The city received a clean opinion. The city has 20 % in reserves, which equates to 2 ½ - 3 months of operating expenses, which is good. Both TIFs are in good shape. The water fund is in better shape now; its reserves equate to 3 months. The water rate increase put us back into compliance with the bond covenants. There were no difficulties encountered during the audit. The monthly bills and bank statements were also reviewed and found to be in order. m/s/c Schoen/Zillmer to approve the finance committee meeting minutes of June 10th. 
The July 8th Finance minutes from earlier tonight were not available.

Clerk-Treasurer:  Bessette will be attending her first year at the Clerk’s Institute in Green Bay next week. 
Fire: None. 
Library: Wilke needs volunteers and participants for the walk/run. The summer reading programs are going great. Panic buttons have been installed as a security measure. National Night Out will be held on August 6th at 5:30 p.m. and will include fireworks, a D.J., a raffle and a few surprises. The Mad Scientist will be here July 30th and the New Zoo will be August 12th. Wilke estimated about 100 kids participate in the summer programs.
Police:  Chaney reported a live grenade was discovered in a vacant home on S. Main Street; the bomb squad was called and the grenade was denoted out past the golf course. Utos was called to New London for a heroin search & seizure.
Street:  Mattes said the city could spray the pond for the algae; the chemical used would be 2-4-d, which has a long residual life. Cost estimate for the treatment is $5,000 - $10,000. Treatment would only be good for 4-5 weeks. Ted Johnson, WI DNR, will be here Wednesday to check out the pond; he may amend the permit to allow more harvesting. The algae may naturally decrease if temperatures drop. The algae does not impede fishing.

Miscellaneous Reports:
Mayor’s Report:  None.
Marion Pond Association: Braun reported the Association will be parking cars at the Iola Car Show to earn revenue. The county responded to a 911 call for people missing on the pond; the individuals were discovered at Lion’s Point; Braun said the city should have responded. The annual meeting will be August 21st. Braun will be resigning as president due to physical problems.
New Business:
a. Resolution 2013-07: A Resolution for Budget Amendments 2013-01, 2013-02: Amendments are to carry over funds from year-to-year for specific purposes (the outlay accounts) and to account for grants and sale of equipment. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Hoffmann to waive the reading of and pass Resolution 2013-07: A Resolution for Budget Amendments 2013-01 & 2013-02.
b. Network Solutions Computer Support Agreement Renewal 2013-14: Mielke would like to see the agreement pro-rated to get on a calendar year. Zillmer asked if other companies have been contacted; Rogers spoke with Remote Operations a year or two ago; they were comparable in price but do more municipalities. Rogers said there is a discrepancy in the number of workstations covered and it was not resolved before tonight. Item tabled.
c. Pond Maintenance:  No action taken. 
d. Applications for Operator’s Licenses:  Applicants are Erin E. Ortner, Anita J. White, Leanne M. Schoenike, and Kasey P. Buss. All were approved by the police department. m/s/c Zillmer/Williamson to approve all the operator’s that were approved by the police department.

Treasurer’s Report:  

a. Approval of the Treasurer’s Report and Money Transfers: Copies of the Treasurer’s Report and money transfers were included in the packets. Transfer included $250,000.00 on June 11 from the City Money Market account to the Pooled Cash account to pay monthly bills and $200,000 from Pooled Cash to the City Money Market account to maximize interest on dam settlement monies. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Schoen to approve the treasurer’s report and money transfers as presented.
