
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – August 10, 2015
Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp, and the Wisconsin Taxpayer were in the packets.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  
Public Protection: Williamson reported on the ‘Committee of the Whole” meeting held August 3rd at 5:15 p.m. The DNR will not allow using 735 S. Main as a practice burn. The hiring process is underway for part-time officers. Officer Krause assisted Manawa on an arrest warrant; he had to tase the subject 3 times; it was recorded on camera and the officers handled themselves very well. Noise complaints in the 100 block of N. Parkview continue. The Department of Health and Human Services is initiating a mobile crisis response to assist officers in the field. Officer Schultz was recommended to be the new Chief of Police. m/s/c Schoen/Hoffmann to approve the “Committee of the Whole” minutes of August 3rd.
Community Properties: Zillmer reported on the meeting held August 3rd. They met at Cannon Park and looked over the playground equipment and concrete curbing. They then proceeded to Wallace Park. Wallace Park is very wet; grading in the spring is always delayed until it dries out. Only 30 harvester loads of weeds were removed from the pond this season; they normally take out 20 harvester loads in a week. Replacement windows were approved for the library in the amount of $2,600. K& S landscaping will do lawn work around the gazebo. Kordus & Johnson gave a pond update; the pond looks very good; with proper maintenance, we could get 3-4 good years out of the spray. They advise a full pond spray every 5 years. Diquat will be applied in the swimming and boat landing areas every year to keep them clear.  A quote of $6,400 for blacktopping greenspace at the fire hall was received. Mielke is meeting with Steingraber to discuss the status of parking lot where the former “Nose” property was; there is a discrepancy on whether the county or the city gets the lot. Wallace Park was given to the city under a 99 year lease; paving Wallace Park road may not be a good idea. The park department is looking at purchasing a motorized edging machine for the ballparks. m/s/c Schoen/Fischer to approve the Community Properties/Streets meeting minutes (of August 3rd). 
City Finance: Schoen reported on the meeting held July 13th. The bills were reviewed and in order. An error was noted in 2014 audit which results in an increase in the unassigned balance. Nothing new on the health insurance. The 2014 Police Expenses were reviewed at their meeting earlier tonight.  m/s/c Fischer/Hoffmann to approve the Finance minutes from July 13th.

Miscellaneous Reports:
Mayor’s Report: The Mayor thanked the following for their work over the summer stating the city would not be able to everything without the help of volunteers: Mary Milbauer, the Marion Lioness, the American Legion, those that donated for the library gazebo, Dave Walker for mentoring Kevin Schultz, the Marion Meisters, the city staff, individuals and businesses that contributed to Family Night Out, and the citizens that worked on the gazebo by the pond. 
Marion Pond Association: The annual meeting/cookout is next Monday. The Mayor also thanked the Pond Association for contributing towards weed spraying and the planting of fish.
New Business:
a. Resolution 2015-10 Conveyance of Parcel #32-02-31-45 from City of Marion to Marion Body Works: Mielke reviewed a packet of information regarding the proposed Marion Body Works (MBW) expansion. MBW will be adding on 2 new manufacturing areas to the West Complex and constructing a new office building. The Plan Commission already reviewed and approved the plans. The surveyors and Attorney Meyer discovered a small parcel in the area still belongs to the City of Marion; it’s right in the middle of where MBW wants to put up the office building. The parcel is of no value for the city and measures roughly 30’ x 80’. In turn, MBW owns a portion of the land under West Ramsdell Street that should belong to the city. There are two proposed deeds in the packet that would turn the one parcel from the City of Marion to MBW and the other parcel from MBW to the City of Marion. This would be an even exchange. New county zoning laws took effect this year requiring commercial buildings to be constructed on one parcel; this means MBW will have to combine their parcels.  Flannery went over the plans. The proposed office building will be 19,000 sq. ft.; the manufacturing additions will be 42,000 sq. ft. Both projects will be complete by May, 2016. The manufacturing facility will be used for warehousing and production. MBW is the largest on-site employer in Marion. The project cost is approximately $6.5 Million.  m/s/c uroll Schoen/Zillmer to approve Resolution 2015-10 conveying parcel 32-02-31-45 to Marion Body Works waiving the reading.
b. Approval of Deeds Related to the Marion Body Works Expansion: m/s/c uroll Schoen/Hoffmann to approve the deeds related to the Marion Body Works expansion.
c. Request to Combine Parcels – Marion Body Works: m/s/c uroll Zillmer/Hoffmann to approve the request to combine parcels for Marion Body Works.
d. Marion Body Works Expansion Plan Approval: m/s/c uroll Schoen/Fischer to approve the plans for the Marion Body Works expansion. MBW will provide letters to the residents on the W. Ramsdell.
e. Police Chief – Possible Offer of Employment: m/s/c uroll Hoffmann/Zillmer to hire Kevin Schultz as the Police Chief. Swearing in will be next Monday. 
f. Applications for Operator’s Licenses: Submitted for approval was Amie J. Good. She was approved by the police department. m/s/c Schoen/Fischer to approve the application for operator’s licenses.

Unfinished Business:  
Approval of Payments: 

a. Clerk-Treasurer, Fire Department, Library, Police Department, Senior Center, Street Department, Payroll Vouchers and Utility Vouchers: The Finance Committee reviewed and signed the bills prior to the meeting and found them to be in order. m/s/c uroll Schoen/Hoffmann to approve the payments as presented. 

Treasurer’s Report:  

a. Approval of the Treasurer’s Report and Money Transfers: We received the 1st payment on the ambulance loan; $2380 was received in interest. Money transfers included $69,072 transferred from the City Money Market Account to Pooled Cash on June 6; $126,628 transferred from Pooled Cash to the City Money Market Account on July 14; $241,413 transferred from Pooled Cash to the Water and Sewer Money Market Account on July 27; $80,838 transferred from the City Money Market to the Pooled Cash Account on July 30. m/s/c uroll Schoen/Nolan to approve the treasurer’s report and money transfers as presented.
