
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – August 13, 2012

Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus, the League of Wisconsin Municipalities, and the Waupaca County Economic Development Corp. were in the packets. The Wisconsin Taxpayer did not arrive. Mielke read an invite from Grace Family Church to the “9-11 Remembrance Sunday” service on September 9, 2012 at 9:30 a.m. Rogers reported Jeff Flink was unable to attend tonight, but requested that the council allow him to borrow two sets of bleachers for a wrestling tournament at The Rec on August 25th; date conflicts with a football game; request denied.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No Report.

Public Protection: Minutes from earlier tonight were not available.
Community Properties:  Schoen reported they met on August 6th at 4:00 p.m. An update on the sledding hill was given; soil samples were taken; lighting is estimated to cost $2,000 to run it from the baseball bathrooms; lights and poles may be donated; a towrope may be discussed in the future. Softball field work is in progress; Peter Tolan was thanked for donating 160 feet of 2” hard pipe for the underground sprinkler system.  The committee approved Stuhr to get quotes for awnings and overhangs for the small doors at the fire hall.  Federal security is being contacted for cameras in the fire hall garage. Jerry Pruess was not given reimbursement for his barber pole due to the length of time between the event and the request. The air conditioning system in the barber shop was also discussed; the city crew thinks it’s adequate so no action was taken. Weed harvesting is underway. Application for the full pond spray has been submitted.

m/s/c Zillmer/Polzin to approve the Community Properties/Street Committee minutes of August 6th.  

City Finance: Zillmer reported that they met just prior to this meeting. The liquor ordinance was reviewed; the committee voted to change the ordinance to allow liquor sales to start at 6:00 a.m. to meet new state statutes; the change will be included with the recodification. The final draft of the new code book was reviewed and changes noted. The annual contract with Network Solutions was approved for $11,580. Monthly bills were reviewed and found to be in order. m/s/c Schoen/Paisar to approve the Finance committee minutes of August 13.

Department Reports:

Clerk-Treasurer:  Rogers reminded everyone of the elections tomorrow. Rogers completed the third/final year of the Clerk/Treasurer Institute put on by UWGB; Schertz will start the program next year. Department heads are working on their 2013 budgets. Updated Revolving Loan Fund worksheet was in the packet; Rogers will work with Meyer on those that are delinquent. Also included in the packets were updated K9 Fund sheets. 
Fire: Written Reports for June and July were in the packets. 
Library: Wilke reported on the 2012 duck race. The sole-to-soul race had over 100 runners this year. National Night Out was estimated to be the largest ever with an estimated 500-600 people attending; Wilke thanked everyone involved for their help; American Legion Bingo will be brought back next year; the dunk tank was more successful with the younger children participating; next year they will not have corn. The library will be closed September 11th for training on the computer system. Circulation was up 907 for July. The board is going through the policy manual and working on the budget.
Police:  Chaney reported a day long assessment center will be held Saturday for the final candidates for the chief position; this is a public meeting and anyone is welcome to attend. The department is working on ordinance enforcement. Chaney will be scaling down the written police report.  
Street:  Mattes reported the goose round-up cost was $2,681; $5,000 had been budgeted. Soil samples for the sledding hill came back; lime, phosphorous and fertilizer will be added. The softball field renovations were delayed due to rain. The weed harvester is running within the guidelines of the permit and the operators are doing a good job. The geese on the pond are “flyers” and are expected to leave.
Water & Sewer:  Bork reported hydrant flushing is complete. We passed the latest round of lead and copper tests.
Miscellaneous Reports:
Mayor’s Report: Mielke thanked everyone involved in the National Night Out; she has received nothing but positive comments. Wilke mentioned they are considering asking for $1 donation per person next year to help make the event self-sustainable. About $168 was received in the donation box that night.
Marion Pond Association: Whitford asked if goose hunting would be allowed this year; the round-up permit from the USDA will be reviewed to make sure it’s allowed. Malueg would prefer hunting not be allowed. The next pond meeting is August 20th. Summary of the pond meeting with the DNR was in the packets.
New Business:
a. Resolution 2012-09- Budget Amendments #2012-04 & 2012-05: Amendment #2012-04 is to account for the sale of timber and apply it to the Park Outlay account for the sledding hill. #2012-05 is to account for a state grant and credit the Fire Cost Share and Fire Outlay accounts.  m/s/uroll Zillmer/Fischer to adopt Resolution 2012-09 (Budget Amendments #2012-04 & 2012-05). 
b. Application for License to Sell Produce- Karen Riemer:  m/s/c Schoen/Paisar to approve the application for Karen Riemer to sell produce.

Clerk-Treasurer, Fire Department, Library, Police Department, Senior Center, Street Department, Payroll vouchers and Utility Vouchers: The Finance Committee reviewed and signed the bills prior to the meeting and found them to be in order. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Schoen to approve the payments as presented. 

Treasurer’s Report:  

a. Approval of the Treasurer’s Report and Money Transfers: Copies of the Treasurer’s Report and money transfers were included in the packets. Transfer included was $200,000 on July 24th from the Pooled Cash account to the Water and Sewer City Money Market account to earn higher interest on idle funds. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Schoen to approve the treasurer’s report and money transfers as presented.
