
MARION COMMON COUNCIL MEETING – September 9, 2013
Mayor Mielke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Acknowledgement of Citizens/Open Forum:  None.
Communications/Petitions/Correspondence: Newsletters from Focus and The Wisconsin Taxpayer were in the packets. The Waupaca County Economic Development Corp. newsletter was on the table. Mielke read aloud a “Memo of Appreciation” from Chief Walker to Officer Schultz for exemplary service during the recent transitions.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Personnel:  No Report.

Public Protection: Schoen reported they met September 3rd.  There were no new updates on the nuisance properties. The monthly police report was reviewed. On August 29th, Dick Paisar observed and saved an elderly female from drowning at Lion’s Point; he will receive a life-saving award at the October council. The Tracs10 update will be installed in early October. Walker is working on office organization and making it a “turn-key” operation for the next Chief. Walker gave Schultz a letter of appreciation. m/s/c Nolan/Zillmer to approve the minutes of Public Protection for September 3rd. 
Community Properties:  Schoen reported they met September 3rd. They agreed to pay $425 for asbestos testing at The Nose. They will be looking for private donations to pay for the city portion of the disc golf course. Still waiting on pond spraying sample results; the pond is looking better and the fishing is good. They received quotes for a new truck for the street department; the committee chose to eliminate the 2014 Ford and go with a 2014 Chevrolet Silverado from Klein’s for $24,914 unless a quote for a 2014 Dodge comes in better; the Dodge quote arrived tonight and is $31,703. A plow will cost about $6,500. The library is putting in concrete curbing around their landscaping; the committee also approved concrete curbing around trees in the parks not to exceed $1,000. Mattes was advised to replace the bad wood on the bleachers for a cost of $608 plus hardware. Mattes attended a Waupaca County Hazard Mitigation meeting on August 29th; he asked that several items be written into the plan for possible FEMA monies; included was the water issue at the Lions Point shelter, the Garfield Ave. storm sewers, purchasing properties below the dam, tornado shelters at the trailer court and ballfield, basic fire training for public works personnel, and a program to send automatic text updates for the summer rec program. Bill Welch was not given permission to drive trucks loaded with pond weeds over the ditch on NE 7th Street. m/s/c Fischer/Zillmer to approve the Community Properties/Street Committee minutes of September 3rd.
City Finance: Zillmer reported they met August 12th at 5:00 p.m. The department heads turned in their budgets. Rogers gave an update on fees associated with the Affordable Care Act. They reviewed the proposed 2014 fee schedule. The committee considered ordinances related to certain payments prior to council approval, bid solicitation and purchase limits. They also reviewed the bills and bank statements and found them to be in order. m/s/c Schoen/Williamson to approve the city finance committee meeting minutes of August 12th. 
The September 9th Finance minutes from earlier tonight were not available.

Department Reports:

Clerk-Treasurer:  Rogers reported a letter about the health insurance exchange/Affordable Care Act will go out to all employees, including part-time, seasonal and council, by October 1st. The annual League conference is Oct 16-18; details are in this months Municipality; if anyone is interested in attending, they should contact the clerk’s office. Rogers will be attending the Treasurer’s Conference in Eau Claire September 25-27th.
Fire: Written report was in the packets. 
Library: Wilke reported Burns was 1 of 25 librarians selected to attend a state children’s conference. Landscaping clean-up is underway. Burns and Wilke gave a teachers presentation to all Marion teachers; the library and school are working together on various projects. The library is gearing up for fall reading. Madson is hosting a new adult program entitled “Cultures and Cuisine Club”; they will hold monthly potlucks featuring foods from a specific culture and will learn about that culture; the kick-off dinner is September 16th.
Police:  Walker was not available due complications related to a bee sting.
Street:  Mattes reported the shoreline damage repair work at Lions Point and Wallace Park is done; the muskrat problem should be pretty much under control. Mattes will have surgery on his hand on Tuesday.
Water & Sewer:  Bork was unavailable due to an issue at the water plant. Mielke said there is a sewer 
lateral project underway at Stanley Millers and there will be  a detour around W. Garfield Ave. for a while.
Miscellaneous Reports:
Mayor’s Report:  No report.
Marion Pond Association: Braun reported for the new president, Rick Jahnke. The next meeting is October 3rd. The fish survey done in May showed a need for large Northern and more Crappie. The Northern are too expensive right now. They did vote to put in $2,500 worth of Crappies this fall.
New Business:
a. Engineering Service Presentation – Mike Lefebvre - Graef: Lefebvre provided a copy of the “master” Graef contract that’s been in place since 2007 and explained the annual amendments. He wanted the council, especially new members, to understand their relationship with the city. He also detailed how Graef is compensated by reviewing the current amendment (November 28, 2012). Lefebvre stated he is here to help and if they ever have any questions, just ask. Mielke stated their firm was invaluable in the dam litigation success.

b. Certified Survey Map – 1010 NE 3rd Street – Larry & Darla Dieck: 
a. Portion within Waupaca County - The Plan Commission reviewed and recommended the map for approval. Dieck is rearranging 4 existing lots.  m/s/uroll Nolan/Zillmer to approve the certified survey map  (for the portion of 1010 NE 3rd Street within Waupaca County).

b. Portion within Shawano County – m/s/uroll Nolan/Zillmer to approve the certified survey map (for the portion of 1010 NE 3rd Street within Shawano County).
c. Board of Appeals Appointments: Gene Droes resigned from the board. m/s/c Schoen/Fischer to appoint Robert Sprenger as member and Andrew Herro as an alternate to the Board of Appeals.
d. Set Halloween Trick-or-Treat Hours: m/s/c Schoen/Zillmer to set the halloween trick-or-treat hours for Thursday, October 31st from 6-8 p.m.
e. Applications for Operator’s Licenses:  Applicants are Danielle Joerres, Kasey Kuhn, Kayla VonBehren, Richard Siewert, Rachel VonBehren, Shannon Nietzer, Ariel Hancock, Donna Buckoski, Jennifer Silva, and Travis Stewart. All were approved by the police department. m/s/c Schoen/Fisher to approve the applications of operator’s licenses as presented.
f. Purchase of City Vehicle: The quote for a 2014 Dodge Ram for the street department is $31,703. The Dodge is $6,789 higher than the Chevy. A plow is estimated to be $6,500. m/s/uroll Schoen/Fischer to approve the purchase of the 2014 Chevy Silverado for $24,914 and the purchase of a plow.

a. Clerk-Treasurer, Fire Department, Library, Police Department, Senior Center, Street Department, Payroll vouchers and Utility Vouchers: The Finance Committee reviewed and signed the bills prior to the meeting and found them to be in order. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Schoen to approve all payments as presented. 

Treasurer’s Report:  

a. Approval of the Treasurer’s Report and Money Transfers: Copies of the Treasurer’s Report and money transfers were included in the packets. Transfers included $83,478 on August 20 from the City Money Market account to the Pooled Cash account to pay for the fire truck chassis; $229,891 on August 22 from Pooled Cash to the City Money Market account to earn higher interest on August settlement monies; $50,000 on August 29th from the City Money Market account to the Pooled Cash account to pay monthly bills; $10,602 from the Water and Sewer Money Market to Pooled Cash to move the August Water and Sewer revenues less expenses. m/s/uroll Zillmer/Fischer to approve the treasurer’s report and money transfers as presented.
